The Beal Technical Scholarship

The Beal Scholarship fund will award a grant of $1000.00 to a graduating senior to be used at a technical or community college in pursuit of technical or job training.  Any Hayesville High School senior who is enrolled in the Tech Prep curriculum and who will graduate at the end of the school year may apply for the Beal Technical Scholarship.  

The criteria for this scholarship will include academic achievement, need, participation in school activities, work outside of school in paid employment, and volunteer community service.

This scholarship grant must begin the fall semester following graduation and will be divided evenly between the fall and spring semesters.  In the event that a technical program is not divided into semesters and/or begins during a summer session, the grant will be disbursed appropriate to the program.  The grant may be used to defray tuition, books and materials.

Students who wish to be considered for the Beal Technical Scholarship will fill out an application that will include academic information, the FAFSA Student Aid Report, information about participation in school activities, paid employment outside of school and volunteer community service and references.  The Hayesville High School Guidance and Scholarship Committee will review the applications, verify their authenticity and rank the applicants from the highest to the lowest number of points.  

Upon review by the Beal Scholarship Committee the Technical Scholarship will be awarded to the applicant with highest number of points.  In the case of a tie, GPA will serve as the tie-breaker.

The Beal Technical Scholarship will be awarded during the Hayesville High School Senior Awards Program.
