General Information

· Shanghai average April high temp: 65 degrees; average low: 50 degrees

· You can exchange currency after arriving in Shanghai. 1 US dollar ~ 7.75 Yuan (Chinese) renminbi.  (Fred or Howard will help you.  Any bank or your hotel front desk can exchange currency.)
· Carry passport, home address, hotel and other contact information on your person.
· Shanghai is 12 hours ahead of U.S. EDT.

· You have a personal, duty-free exemption of $800 for items purchased for your own use or for gifts when returning to U.S.
Before You Leave Home
· Pack light.  Preferably one piece of checked luggage and one briefcase size carry-on.  Mix and match.  Business casual on tours, comfortable on flight. (loose-fitting.)  
· Road Warrior Hint:   Hang garments on hanger in hotel bathroom and use shower steam to get rid of wrinkles. 
· Pack a photocopy of your passport , visa, flight itinerary, and hotel information inside your luggage and leave copies at home.
· Carry-on should contain passport and e-ticket, medicines, credit cards, anything you will need on-board, or can’t afford to lose.  If you have a cold or sinus problems, be sure to carry nasal spray and decongestant tablets onboard.

· You will need a pen to complete immigration and customs forms.

· Take a light sweater or pullover with you onboard the plane.

· Be sure to bring some small HHS mementos to give to Chinese students.

· Pack a small camera if you have one.

· Conform to TSA regulations re: gels and liquids. 

Atlanta Airport

· Arrive at least two hours early.

· Northwest check-in is at the North Terminal.  Northwest departures are from Concourse D.
Minneapolis-St. Paul Airport

· NW 1427 ATL-MSP = 2 hr 43 min
· Change planes.
· Scheduled 1 hr 47 min layover.
· Be at gate one hour prior to flight.
On-Board International Flight
· Road Warrior Hint:   Pay attention to runway taxi.  It is extremely unlikely that any in-flight turbulence will be as bumpy as ground taxi.

· Stay hydrated.  Drink plenty of water.

· Walk around and stretch when you have a chance.

· Fill out Chinese Immigration and Customs forms enroute. See attached examples.  The flight attendant will give you these forms on the Tokyo-Shanghai flight segment.  
Tokyo-Narita Airport

· NW 19 MSP-NRT = 12 hr 10 min. (Leave on Fri, arrive on Sat.)
· Change planes.
· Scheduled 1 hr 20 min layover.
· Deplane with all carry-on luggage, go through security and passport check.  Don’t leave Northwest in-transit gate area.  Good opportunity to walk and stretch

Arrival at Shanghai Pu Dong International Airport

· NW 25 NRT-PVG = 3 hr 20 min
· Clear immigration
· Get checked luggage and clear customs.
· Meet Fred and Howard. At International Arrival Gate area.  Look for “Orgill” sign.
While in Shanghai

· Sat 04/06:
Should arrive at hotel by 11:00 p.m.  Get to bed ASAP, get a good night’s rest, and try to adjust to Shanghai time.

· Sun 04/07:
City tour of Shanghai; Urban Development Museum, Shanghai Museum,  the peoples’ Square, Old Shanghai streets, etc

· Mon 04/08:
Tour Yu Yuan Garden, Nanjing Road Pedestrian Shopping District, The Bund, New Pu Dong, etc

· Tue: 04/09:
Shanghai high school visit.

· Wed 04/10: 
Visit lock factory that manufactures locks for Orgill in a.m.; Free time in p.m.
· Thu: 04/11:
7:00 a.m. depart hotel for Pu Dong Airport.  NW flight 26 for Tokyo Narita leaves at 10:00 a.m.
· Don’t forget to mail some postcards from China to the folks back home.

Departure at Pu Dong Airport

· Same process and hints apply as for check-in in Atlanta.
· Fill out the departure forms.
· Pu Dong airport is new, modern, and has a very nice duty-free shopping area for any last minute souvenirs.
Tokyo-Narita

· NW 26 PVG-NRT = 2 hr 55 min. 
· Change planes.
· Scheduled 1 hr 5 min layover.
· Deplane with all carry-on luggage, go through security and passport check.  Don’t leave Northwest in-transit gate area
Detroit Airport

· NW 26 NRT-DTW = 11 hr 40 min.
· Fill out Chinese Immigration and Customs forms enroute.
· Scheduled 1 hr 34 min layover.
· Note:  You will clear U.S. Immigration and Customs in Detroit.
· Clear immigration.
· Get checked luggage and clear customs.
· Recheck luggage to Atlanta.
Atlanta Airport

· NW 469 DTW-ATL = 2 hr.
· Arrive at Concourse D.
· Pick up checked luggage at North Terminal Baggage Claim

Back Home:

· Get acclimated to EDT ASAP.
