Honors Band Credit

Purpose

The honors credit in band will help students continue to learn about their chosen instrument at the same time they stayed competitive with non-band students in other advanced classes.  The honors component will further the concept that students have four years of band and not band for four years.

The honors component would be embedded within the regular band class.

The following list contains the requirements students would need to accomplish to receive honors credit in either marching or concert band.

11th Grade Honors Band

Mandatory audition for all-district

Mandatory performance at Solo and Ensemble (Spring) / Recital (Fall)

Compile, present and perform a musical portfolio that contains:

· Recording of 6 major scales and their 6 relative minor scales

· Recording of etudes (one etude every two weeks)

· Recording of a level 2 solo piece

· Recording of a solo and ensemble piece

· Theory worksheets (five sheets every two weeks that would help students prepare to possibly take AP Music Theory)

· 20 Measure composition  

· in one of the following keys: Bb, Eb, F, Ab, or C

· in one of the following time signatures:  ¾, 4/4, 6/8

Research paper on a composer of the medieval period or baroque period of music (5-7 pages)

12th Grade Honors Band 

Mandatory audition for all-district

Mandatory performance at Solo and Ensemble (Spring) / Recital (Fall)

Compile, present and perform a musical portfolio that contains:

· Recording of 12 major scales and their 12 relative minor scales

· Recording of etudes (one etude every two weeks)

· Recording of a level 3 solo piece

· Recording of a solo and ensemble piece

· Theory worksheets (five sheets every two weeks that would help students prepare to possibly take AP Music Theory)

· 24 Measure composition for two instruments

· in one of the following keys: Bb, Eb, F, Ab, C or D

· in one of the following time signatures:  ¾, 4/4, 5/4, 6/8

Research paper on a composer of the classical, romantic, twentieth century periods of music (5-7 pages)

Research paper on their instrument (5-7 pages, 10-15 sources)

These requirements go above the current North Carolina Standard Course of Study requirements in the following areas:

· auditions

· Solo and Ensemble groups

· Recital

· Minor scales

· Etudes

· Solos

· Portfolios

· Extensive research papers

· Compositions with specific guidelines (for multiple instruments)
