 At the start of this school year, 2008-2009 students received a copy of the Board of Education policy concerning physical restraint (passed in March 2006) and House Bill1032 ; Students and parents will sign for its receipt and acknowledgement.

	The discipline code describes those behaviors that are not acceptable in the classroom or on the campus; in addition to prescribed consequences, the code requires that parents be contacted about infractions.  Some infractions require a short-term suspension and some require counseling, either by the school guidance counselor or an outside agency.  Short-term suspensions of 10 days or less are served either out-of-school or in In-School-Suspension. The Clay County Schools Long Term Suspension or Expulsion Policy outlines the steps taken to remove a student from the classroom for a period of time longer than 10 days.
